Alaskan Placemats   Beginner       January 28th & February 4th  
This class will provide you with an opportunity to make placemats for your home or for 
gifts using Judy Hopkins block books.  Each mat uses one 12” block and a strip of 
coordinating fabric.  A second 4 or 4 ½” block can be made into a pocket for a napkin 
and flatware.  This is a good opportunity to practice making new blocks. 
 
BYOB – Postcard Extravaganza Beginner                 January 26th  
Let your imagination and creativity run wild as you use a variety of fabrics, threads, 
beads and embellishments to create original fabric postcards that can really be mailed!

Join Bonnie in sewing a variety of projects to give your closet a good organizational 
boost – perfect for “spring cleaning”!! 
 
Diamond Delight Mariner’s Compass      Intermediate             February 3rd  
Learn how to make magnificent Mariner’s Compasses using Carol Doak’s paper-piecing 
techniques. 
 
Fish Hand Bag   Intermediate/Advanced               March 15th  
Sew a Fish Handbag that is the size of a newborn baby and learn how to install a 
tubular bag frame. 
 
Kaleidoscope Star Quilt    Intermediate           March 6th, 9th & 16th 
During the first class, students will learn how to select fabrics for their kaleidoscope quilt 
and how to use Marti Michell’s new kaleidoscope rulers.  The next two classes will be 
devoted to making stunning kaleidoscope star quilts.

You will learn about color and fabric selection, supplies needed for quilting, 
how to set up your machine and proper pressing techniques.  You will make a small 
candlemat, complete with quilting and binding.

Embroidery Mastery Classes      Tuesday Evenings 
 
Aurora Quick  Start Ð This class is designed specifically for Aurora 430 and 440 owners to 
acquaint them with the features found in the Editor Lite Embroidery Software.  It is strongly 
urged that this class be taken prior to the other two embroidery classes. 

 
Machine Mastery, Embroidery Part 1 Ð Embroidery Beginnings  This introductory class, for 
all Bernina models with embroidery components will cover the basics in machine embroidery:  
Machine set-up; hooping; needles and threads; stitching a motif and a number of the functions 
used to manipulate designs. 

 
Machine Mastery, Embroidery Part 2 Ð Beyond the Basics  This session includes exercises in 
saving designs, stitch density, on-screen editing, lettering, manipulating alphabets and combining 
lettering and motifs 
 



Software Mastery Classes       Saturdays as Scheduled 
These classes are designed as an extension of the Embroidery Mastery Classes for those machine 
owners who have purchased any level of Bernina v5 software.  Exercises include:  Preparing your 
computer; Lettering Basics; Editing; Monogramming; Modifying Designs; and other exercises that 
will give students the confidence to further explore all of the features v5 software offers. 
 
 
Class Policies     
 

1. Class fee is required to register.  The supply list is provided at the time of 
registration. 

2. Read the supply list completely and follow any preparation instructions, prior to 
attending the first class.   

3. Classes start on time.  Plan to arrive 15 minutes early to set up and have all 
supplies purchased before start of class.

5. If, after registering, you find you are unable to attend the class and you notify
