Class Listing 
 
Dear Jane Club    Beginner      2nd and 4th Mondays of each Month 
Join Bonnie and Willa in creating your own Dear Jane Quilt modeled after Vermonter Jane A. 
StickleÕs quilt which was completed in 1863.  Each session will include show and tell, sharing of 
ideas and techniques, and the preparation of patterns and fabrics for sewing.  There is no 
charge for this club.   
 
Embroidery Mastery Part 1 – Embroidery Beginnings   
This introductory class, for all Bernina models with embroidery components will cover the basics 
in machine embroidery:  Machine set-up; hooping; needles and threads; stitching a motif and a 
number of the functions used to manipulate designs. 

 
Embroidery Mastery Part 2 – Beyond the Basics   
This session includes exercises in saving designs, on-screen editing, lettering, manipulating 
alphabets and combining lettering and motifs. 
 
Embroidery Club       Fourth Saturday of each month 
Join us as we meet to explore different embroidery techniques.  If you are just beginning to 
machine embroider, this is a great chance to learn more and if you have been doing it for 



awhile, it is an opportunity to share your skills and knowledge and pick up a few tips along the 
way.  Each session will begin with a brief V.5 software lesson (approximately 10:30-noon) and 
the afternoon (12:30-3:30) will be spent on embroidery, using techniques learned from the 
software lesson.  Owning/using the software will not be necessary in order to participate in 
Embroidery Club, as all the projects offered can be completed without software.  If you are 
curious about the features and capabilities of V.5 Bernina Embroidery Software, stop by during 
Embroidery Club to see what we are doing and have questions answered.  In addition to this 
learning experience, all Embroidery Club participants are eligible to participate in a monthly 
drawing for a preview copy of an embroidery collection in exchange for making a Sew-a-Sample 
for the store. 
 
Hand Applique: Parts 1 &2            July 30 and August 13 
Try three popular methods of hand appliqué (needle-turn, facing and freezer paper). Pick one 
that works best for you and complete a small floral wall hanging.

Software Mastery Classes               Monday Evenings

embroidery systems.  Session 1 is for all three levels of software and will cover setting up the 
computer and screen, creating a motif, outputting designs, and lettering basics.  Session 2 is for 
EditorPlus and DesignerPlus software levels and covers Monogramming and Design 
Management.  Further software exercises will be integrated into Embroidery Club.

Solving the Sudoku Puzzle creates the quilt pattern Ð a great way to experiment with colors or 
use coordinated fat quarters from a fabric collection. 
 
 
Class Policies     

1. Class fee is required to register.  The supply list is provided at the time of registration.
